Rules — PHRF and yacht club memberships are urged but not required. Obey latest
of USCG, RRS, PHRF Class Rules in Sect. 7 and App. B for category 4 race, but
radio may be replaced with cellphone), class rules for ODs, this NOR, regatta SI ,
changes ordered at entry or at LL flag on water. After a general recall RRS 29.2
applies (10-minute delay). RRS 44.2 is changed to a one-turn penalty. Ignore RRS
77. Check in is not required. L flag over a class flag hails only this class. Do not
cross the start line after P flag is first raised until P flag prepares your class.

Entries — Keelboats (LOA>19’) are invited. Enter at RBYC 0930-1100 on Jan 16.
Fee is $15. Or, get NOR, SI, chart, entry form from RedondoBeachYachtClub.org
and pass entry and $15 (check or cash) in envelope at start line before 1200 hrs.

Classes, Flags, Warning Times and Handicaps —
PHRF-A: Area B Buoy Rating < 150, class flag A, warning at 1200 for Race #1
PHRF-B: Area B Buoy Rating > 149, class flag B, warning at PHRF-A start.
Nonspinnaker offset may be used but does not change your class. MARINER:
Area B RLC Rating + Cruiser Benefits > 149, class flag M, warning at
PHRF-B start. The following types need at least 3 entries to be scored as a class
MARINER, MAR-242 (start with PHRF-B), CAL-20 (start with MARINER).

Courses — Course numbers will be shown on a black banner. The Sailing
Instructions page (SI) has the courses. The first race starts at S mark (unless L
flag leads fleet to C or T spar.) Remaining races will start where the last race
ended, at S, C or T spar. All finishes are outside the harbor, as per the SI.

Protests - Notify RC at race finish. File at RBY C within 45 min. of the last finish.

Scores — Time-on-distance corrections. RRS Low Point System. No scores will be
excluded from races completed. Ties will be broken per RRS A7 and AS.

Hospitality—-RBYC: open 1500+; Bar 1600+; racers arrive ca.1700; Hors d’oeuvres
Parking — Free for RBYC guests after 1500 hrs. Park where gate attendant directs.
