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Ingine Report: Fthanol

Department of Engly Reports Show Severe
Damage to Marine Engines from E15,

WASHINGTON, D.C. b October 25,
2011 On Friday the U.S. Department of En
emy® Ofice of Enegy Efficiency & Renew
able Enegy released the results of two studies
on the eflects of using fuel that is 15 percent
ethanol in volume (E15) in marine engines.
The studies were conducted on engines pro
vided by two marine engine manufactures;
Both are members of National Marine Manu
facturersAssociation (NMMA).

The long-awaited reports show sig
nificant problems with outboard, stern drive
and inboard engines. Results of the reports
show severe damage to engine components
and an increase in exhaust emissions; rein
forcing the recreational boating industyO
concern that E15 is not a suitable fuel fo-rma
rine engines.

Emissions and durability testing cem
pared E15 fuel and fuel containing zero-per
cent ethanol (EO) and examined exhaust
emissions, exhaust gas temperature, torque,
power barometric pressure, air temperature,
and fuel flow Specifically the report showed
degraded emissions performance outside of
engine certification limits as well as increased
fuel consumption. In separate testing on en
gine durability each tested engine showed
deterioration, including two of the three out
board engines, with damages severe enough
to prevent them from completing the test cy
cle. The EO test engines did not exhibit any
fuel-related issues.

NMMA worked with its manufacturer
members in securing the resources and facili
tating the testing for these reports. NMMA
supports further testing that will provide addi
tional understanding about the negative ef
fects of E15 on marine engines.

NMMA PresidenThom Dammrich
says, OCurrent proposals by the ethanol indus
try to increase the amount of ethanol in gaso
line should seriously concern all boaters and
owners of other small engine equipmeAt-
though NMMAstrongly supports renewable
fuels as a means to redusmerica®depend
ence on foreign sources of oil and improve
the environment, there is growing evidence
that ethanol is not the answermerica®
enegy challenge.O
